Extra Ordinary Meeting
The chairman called an extra ordinary meeting to be held after the meeting of 18th  April 2011. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss two items which the Clerk advised the chairman should be discussed between the Clerk and chairman, but the chairman insisted that they should be discussed at a full Council meeting.

1. Letter from Polruan School Junior Road Safety Officers.
To review the responses to the letter of 28 January 2011 and to decide any further action.

The Polruan school Junior road safety officers wrote to the chairman of the Council (with copies to various people including the Clerk of the Council) the Clerk wrote back to the J R S O’s stating two facts, that the road outside the school which they understood was an unrestricted road, that it was in fact a restricted road. The Clerk also wrote saying that the parish Council were looking into what they can do about gritting the roads in bad weather which is what they were inquiring about. This was done without the Clerk having any consultation with the chairman. The response was considered by the head teacher to be one she could not pass on to the J R S O‘s and therefore the clerk had written a further letter apologising for any upset caused. The chairman considered that the clerk should not have responded to a letter addressed to the Chairman without first consulting him.  

Following discussion on this matter the Clerk stated that in future if a letter addressed to the chairman is copied to the Clerk then the Clerk will consult with the chairman before replying. This was accepted.
2. Finance.

To review a disputed invoice from Cornwall Council for the provision of salt and to decide on action to be taken.
The chairman produced a copy of an invoice from Cornwall Council (which he did not receive from the clerk) for two filled salt/grit bins which were previously ordered by the Council and two 1 ton bags of salt which were not ordered by this Council but by Councillor Gavin Shakerley who had taken this action during the cold spell as the additional filled salt/grit bins ordered by the council had not been delivered at that time. The Clerk informed the Council that this invoice was cancelled and a replacement invoice for the items that were ordered by this Council was received and had been paid. The Clerk stated that there was no disputed outstanding invoice. The Clerk also stated that he or the Councillors had never been informed of any delivery of bags of salt. Following discussion on this matter it was:
